Priorities for the next phase of programming

1. de-carbonization of the economy by supporting Serbia renewable energy and energy
efficiency

Civil society organizations require that the following sectors should not be supported by
funding of the Government of the Republic of Serbia, the European Union and other
international financial institutions:

- Coal and fossil fuels;

- Nuclear energy / power plants and supporting infrastructure or facilities;

- Biofuels (biomass production can be environmentally unsustainable and can stand opposite
and compete with food production, so they need a serious study of potential impacts before
they make such a decision);

- The use of gas in the energy sector.

2. Full implementation of horizontal legislation, particularly the strategic assessment of
environmental impact, impact assessment and environmental Espoo Convention for all
infrastructure projects, programs and strategic documents.

3. Sustainable forms of transport infrastructure should not be supported-railway, urban
public transport, intermodal infrastructure

Air transport should be supported by funds of the Government of the Republic of Serbia, the
European Union and other international financial institutions.

In order to reduce dependence on road freight traffic, reduce noise and air pollution
originating from traffic, chronic congestion of roads, uncontrolled expansion of urban areas,
degradation of biodiversity.

4. Waste

apply the waste management hierarchy in financing:

Prevention; Preparation for re-use, Recycling, Recovery operations and THEN Disposal
(construction of landfilles) (start planning and implementing incentives to environmentally
sound means of managing waste according to the hierarchy)

5. The preservation of biodiversity, Natura 2000 and green infrastructure

The diversity of natural, cultural and historical wealth, is one of the greatest values of the
Republic of Serbia which is necessary to preserve. In addition to fauna, flora and biodiversity,
cultural and historical monuments and outstanding scenery, is part of Serbian identity that
should be protected.



Prioriteti za narednu fazu programiranja

1. de-karbonizacija ekonomije Srbije putem podrske obnovljivim izvorima energije i
energetskoj efikasnosti

Organizacije civilnog drustva zahtevaju da slededi sektori ne bi trebali biti podrzani
fondovima Vlade Republike Srbije, Evropske unije ili drugim Medunarodnim finansijskim
institucijama:

- Ugalj i fosilna goriva;

- Nuklearna energija/ termocentrale i prateca infrastruktura ili postrojenja;

- Biogoriva (proizvodnja biomase moze biti ekoloski neodrZiva i moZe stajati nasuprot i
takmiciti se sa proizvodnjom hrane, tako da su potrebne ozbiljne studije potencijalnih uticaja
pre nego se donese takva odluka);

- Upotreba gasa u energetskom sektoru.

2. puna implementacija horizontalne legislative, narocito Strateske procene uticaja na
Zivotnu sredinu, Procene uticaja na Zivotnu sredinu i Espoo Konvencije za sve infrastrukturne
projekte, programe i strateSke dokumente.

3. Odrzivi vidovi saobracajne infrastrukture trebaju biti podrzani —zeleznica, urbani javni
saobradaj, intermodalne infrastrukture

Vazdus$ni saobracaj ne bi trebao biti podrzan fondovima Vlade Republike Srbije, Evropske
unije ili drugim Medunarodnim finansijskim institucijama.

Kako bi se smanijila zavisnost od drumskog teretnog saobracdaja, smanjila buka i zagadenje
vazduha koje potice od saobradaja, hroni¢na zagusenja puteva, nekontrolisano Sirenje
urbanih sredina, degradacija biodiverziteta.

4. Otpad

primena hijerarhije upravljanja otpadom u finansiranju:

Prevencija; Priprema za ponovnu upotrebu, reciklazu, oporavak i ONDA odlaganje (izgradnja
odlagalista) (pocetak planiranja i sprovodenje podsticaja za ekoloski nacin upravljanja
otpadom u skladu sa hijerarhijom)

5. Oc¢uvanje biodiverziteta, Natura 2000 i zelena infrastruktura

Raznovrsnost prirodnog i kulturno-istorijskog bogatstva, predstavlja jednu od najvecih
vrednosti koje Republika Srbija ima i koju je neophodno sacuvati. Pored faune, flore i
biodiverziteta, kulturno- istorijski spomenici i izvanredan pejsaz, ¢ini deo identiteta Srbije
koji treba zastiti.
